· Paid over $4500 to run the pump for many days to maintain level during a dry period.
· Maintain insurance for dam and lake.
· Maintain contact with the City of Lakeland regarding lake pollution and erosion.

· Co-ordinated with Garner Lake Fireworks for the annual 4th of July event.
